5. No person may enter a poultry house unless they are wearing overall clothing and boots which are either disposable, or else capable of being cleansed and disinfected. (It is preferable that boots are capable of being cleansed and disinfected rather than boot covers.) 
6. Hands should be washed and/or sanitised prior to entering a poultry house.
7. Any person leaving a poultry house must immediately cleanse and disinfect their boots and wash their hands.
8. After a poultry house has been depopulated of poultry all manure must be removed from it and the house must be cleansed and disinfected with a Defra approved disinfectant. 
9. Eggs must be collected from the flock at least once a day.
10. All broken, leaking, dirty and dented eggs must be collected in separate containers from other eggs.
11. No broken, leaking, dirty or dented eggs may be incubated.
12. All eggs intended for incubation must be disinfected or sanitised by an approved method as soon as possible after laying.
13. All eggs which have been disinfected or sanitised must be stored in clean, dust free rooms to which poultry are not permitted access and which are used exclusively for this purpose.
14. All equipment used for catching or transporting poultry must be cleansed and disinfected with a Defra approved disinfectant () before each occasion on which it is used.
